Guardsmen to Receive
Monetary Clothing Allowance

According to Capt. Richard Furu-
no, Finance Officer, Air Guardsmen
are slated to receive a monetary cloth-
ing allowance by July 1, 1961.

Capt. Furuno, who returned from
a two day Air National Guard Sup-
ply, Maintenance, and Personnel
Conference in Washington, D.C., said
that Guardsmen will receive $3.00
per quarier monetary allowance after
their initial clothing issue. The
money will be paid during the sec-
ond and third year of enlistment,
and will be raised to $4.00 per
quarter during the fourth year and
each year thereafter,

The allowance would bhe added to
the drill checks.
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Air Technicians Will Get Tax Break

As a result of action initiated by
the National Guard Bureau, the In-
ternal Revenue Service ruled that
the cost and maintenance of uni-
forms of National Guard technicians
are tax deductible,

The authority is contained in
NGB Bulletin 38, dated September
23, 1960.

Fire Control System Mock-Up

The Fire Control Section has con-
structed a mock-up of the MG-14
Automatic Weapons Control System
for the F-102. The mock-up is so large
that it takes up almest all of the
floor space in the building.

It is designed to trouble-shoot de-
fective “black boxes”
of the aircraft’s fire control system.
When the defective component is re-
moved from the plane, it is placed
in its proper position in the mock-up
in order to determine what is causing
the defect.

The MG-10 has a much greater
range capability than the old E-4 fire
control system and it can fire missiles
and rockets.

109th’s 10th Anniversary

4 December, 1960 will mark the
10th anniversary of the 109th ACW
Sq. commanded by Lt. Col. Robert
G. O’Hara. From the days of a “F”
type unit at Hickam Hanger Area to
a “Fixed” type unit at Punamano Air
Station, the 109th has gained distine-
tion and stature in the community
and the nation.

With outstanding commanders as
guides every step of the way the

Seasond
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squadron has proved its worth as a
member of the Hawaii National
Guard and the Air National Guard
of the United States. Perhaps this
point was brought home in the last
twoe annual Readiness inspection con-
ducted by PACAF. The 109th com-
pared equal to or if not better than
the best of the regular Air Force
units.

In July of 1956, the 109th ACW
Sq. was the first unit of its kind in
the nation to participate in active
air defense of the islands. Again in
this mission the 109th proved its
worth and econsequently the Air
Force shared the mission of air de-
fense with other units throughout
the nation.

Throughout the 10 years of exist-
ence the 109th has established many
“firsts” and perhaps the more note-
worthy ones are: (1} It was the first
ACW Sq. in the Hawaii National
Guard; (2) It was the first unit
of its kind in the nation to par-
ticipate in the active air defense mis-
sion; and (3) It will be the first unit
in the Hawaii Air National Guard
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to be located on another island out-
side of Oahu.

In early 1961, the 109th will be
reassigned to the island of Kauai.
Presently, a new site is being built at
Kokee, some 4,000 feet above sea
level, to defend the northwestern part
of the state. The 109th has a history of
constantly moving from one site to
another, with each site being a little
bit better than the other. The squad-
ron was located at the following

sites: (1) Hickam Hangar Area in

1950, {2) Battery Closson in the
SRAFY D
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same year, (3) Koko Head in 1952,
(4) Sand Island in 1955, {5) Puna-
mano Air Station in 1956 and move-
ment completed in 1960.

With as many moves, the 109th has
had as many fine commanders in its
10 year duration. The squadron was
first commanded by Brig. General
Valentine Siefermann, then with a
rank of major, and then followed by
Lt. Col. Frank Harlocker, Col. James
Ashford, Major Robert Paine and fi-
nally by the present commander, Lt.
Col. Robert G, O’'Hara. With each of
these outstanding commanders the
109th ACW Sq. has progressed and
attained its present stature and
prestige.

Question: What is the authorized
color of enlisted decal for display
of grade on helmet liners? Some
say that stripes should be “black”
and others say “yellow” is the
proper color. Please settle this
question for us.

Answer: Paragraph 125¢ of AR
670-5 states that the insignia of grade
of enlisted men will be of black
color without background.

Question: I understand that an
amendment to NGR 10 authorizes
full-time technicians to carry ID
cards (DD Form 2A (Res)) bear-
ing expiration dates of “indefinite.”
Does this mean that cards now
carried by technicians have to be
done over?

Answer: No, the present ID Cards
will continue to be used until a new
card is issued at the expiration date.

Question: AR 240-15 indicates
that one file copy of correspond-
ence will be prepared on thin paper
of a color other than white, Since
Supply does not stock colored
manifold and such is difficult to
obtain, is it permissible to use white
manifold exclusively as has been
the common practice?

Answer: Continue to use white
manifold paper until supply of color-
ed paper is available.

Question: Do we know how
many people actually attended the
NGAUS Luan (Annual States Din-
ner) during the convention week
and is it a modern record?

Answer: According to Lt Col
Edward Yoshimasu, officer in charge
of the NGAUS Luau, 2431 individ-
uals actually attended. He stated that
this is a record for one sitting at a
luau.

Question: I understand that the
minimum passing score for enlist-
ment is “21”, I'm not sure what

this means, but I was turned down
because I only made 15. IPm in
good physical condition and want
to serve my couniry. What must I
do now?

Answer: An individual must at-
tain a percentile score of 21 or higher
in the Armed Forces (Qualification
Test (AFQT) in order to qualify for
enlistment in the Army National
Guard. If you failed to qualify the
first time, you may he retested with
an alternate test after a minimum
period of 30 days.

Question: Are prior service
guardsmen authorized to wear
their previous assigned unit
“shoulder Sleeve insignia?” Some
say that they can wear it only if they
served in combat with the active
unit. What is the policy?

Answer: Paragraph 145h of AR
670-5 states that the former organiza-
tion shoulder sleeve insignia may be
worn only by individuals who served
overseas with a U.8. Army organiza-
tion during World War II (7 Deec.
41-2 Sept. 45) and Korean conflict
(27 June 50-27 July 54).

Question: Does the term “Auto-
matic Federal recognition® as used
in paragraph 5, of NGR 20-2, mean
that an officer appointment under
this provision is entitled to imme-
diate pay? Seems as though the
word implies this, as the matter of
receipt of Federal recognition is
just a matter of time, and not of
gualification.

Answer: “Automatic Federal rec-
ognition” as used in paragraph 5 of
NGR 20-2 means that the Chief of the
National Guard Bureau will extend
to the officer Federal recognition
without the requirement that he be
examined by a Federal recognition
board. This action does not immedi-
ately or automatically entitle the of-

ficer to pay. He is not entitled to pay
until permanent Federal recognition
is extended by the Chief of the Na-

tional Guard Bureau.

Question: Are guardsmen en-
titled to plane trips te other islands
on National Guard aircraft? If so,
with whem de I make arrange-
ments?

Answer: Members of the Hawaii
National Guard are authorized to
travel on National Guard aircraft be-
tween the islands on a space available
basis. You must be in uniform and
have an ID Card. Arrangements may
be made with the Training Office at
Fort Ruger or with the Hawaii Air
National Guard.
