Class 02-24 will have completed 

one-half of its 13-month course with 
the weekend drill of 6-8 November 
1963. Of the 18 candidates originally 
enrolled in May, three have been 
dropped from the program and one 
candidate from Class 01-63 re-en­
rolled, leaving the enrollment at 16 
candidates. 

After starting off a vigorous two 
weeks summer camp with Map Read­
ing, Aerial Photogrnphs, M-1 Rifle, 
Patrolling, Communications and 
Physical Training, the OC's have 
tackled Individual and Local Securi­
ty, Logistics, Operations Orders and 
Methods of Instruction during the 
INACDUTRA or armory training 
phase. 

During the Methods of Instruction 
course, students gave IO-minute talks, 
using self-prepared lesson plans and 
homemade GT A's. Many interesting 
subjects were presented, and these 
OC's are now considered ready to 
1conduct instruction hack in their 
•home units. 
f In October, the HARNG OCS re­
lceived official permission to utilize 
the administrative area of Nike-Her­
cules Site 32, Koko Head, for its arm• 
ory phase drills. The first drill was 
held on 1-3 November at our "new 
Home" overlooking a portion of Wai­
manalo, Koko Crater and Maunalua 
Bay. The ever-present cool air and se­
clusion will help much to enhance 
the training of the class. Visitors are 
always welcomed at training dri11s, 
which are held on the first weekend 
of each month. 

The annual recruiting drive was 
launched in late October to solicit ap­
plicants for Class 03-65, with orienta• 
tions for 1st Bn Inf units on Kauai 
and 2d Bn Inf units on Hawaii. Dur-

ing the period October through Janu­
uary, recruiting teams from the 
HARNG OCS will present orienta. 
tions and OCS displays to all com­
pany and battery sized units of the 
Hawaii Army National Guard. Talks 
are also being planned for USAR 
units and members of the University 
of Hawaii Senior Division ROTC. 

At the orientations, recruiting-in­
formation brochures will be passed 
out. These pamphlets will contain 
complete information on the pro• 
gram, minimum entrance require­
ments, and application procedures. 

Briefly stated, minimum entrance 
requirements arc as follows: 

a . Be a citizen of America by birth 
or naturalization. 

b. Pass a medical examination re­
quired of Commissioned Officers. 

c. Have completed high school or 
equivalent training. 

d. Have an AFQT score of 74% or 
better. 

e. Have completed 6 months AC­
DUTRA and at least 6 months 
additional service in the Army 
National Guard, USAR, USMCR 
or combination thereof. 

Applicants who are accepted wi11 
be promoted to E-5 if they are pres. 
ently in a lower grade and will re­
ceive 2 armory drill credits per month 
for each weekl'nd OCS assembly at­
tended. They receive practical train­
ing in General Subjects, Tactics, 
W capons and Leadership. All instruc­
tional material is published and dis­
trihu ted by the United States Army 
Infantry School, Fort Benning, Geor­
gia and may be kept hy the students 
for future reference. 

Class 03-65 will start in May 1964 
with a weekend orientation dri11, and 
schedule two weeks of summer camp 
during 6-20 June 1964. • •

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AIRBORNE MINE DETECTORS 
TO BE TESTED BY ARMY; 
SHOULD SPEED MOBILITY 

WASHINGTON (AFPS) -Mine de­
tectors could go airborne if a new 
idea, conceived hy Army engineers, 
proves feasible. Detectors could he 
mounted on Ground Effects Machines 
which would skim over the ground 
being searched without danger of ex­
ploding undetected mines. 

This would add to the Army's mo­
bility hy speeding up the detection 
of enemy mines. 

While the Ground Effects Machine, 
or floating platform is not new, the 
mounting of mine detectors on such 
a device is a new use for this machine. 
The Ground Effects Machine is sup­
ported hy the downward thrust of air 
generated hy a large fan. 

The air-cushion detector carrier 
will he eight feet in diameter and 
will he supported about six inches 
above the ground. It will be attached 
to the front end of a truck or other 
vehicle hy means of a 20 foot hinged 
boom to allow free movement. 

Capable of operating on or off 
roadways, the carrier, detector and 
boom will weigh less than 300 pounds 
and will he powered by a 72 horse­
power engine. • •

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ARMY NAMES COLONEL 
SOUTHWARD ASSIST ANT 
CHIEF NATIONAL GUARD 

Secretary of the Army Cyrus R. 
Va nee has named Colonel Charles L. 
Southward to he the Assistant Chief, 
National Guard Bureau for Army. 
Grade authorization for this position 
is brigadier general. 

Colonel Southward, 51, is currently 
serving on active duty as the Army 
National Guard representative to 
Headquarters Continental Army 
Command. His assignment is Chief of 
the Training Branch, Reserve Com­
ponents Division and Deputy Chief 
of Staff for Unit Training and Readi­
ness. Previously, from July until 
October 1959, he was Acting Assist­
ant Chief, National Guard Bureau, 
Army. 

A native of Richmond, Virginia, he 
began his military career hy enlisting 
in the Virginia National Guard in 
July 1930, and was appointed as a 
second lieutenant in July 1934. He 
entered active duty as a captain with 
the 29th Infantry Division in Febru­
ary 1941. 

At the end of World War II he was 
serving in G-4, Headquarters, Pacific 
Command. He was promoted to col­
onel in October 1945, and returned to 
the United States in March 1946. On 
being separated from active duty in 
August 1946, he rejoined the Virginia 
Army National Guard in September 
1946 in the grade of lieutenant col­
onel, and was assigned as commander 
of the 3rd Battalion, 176th Infantry. 
Subsequently as commander of the 
176th Regimental Combat Team he 
was promoted to colonel in January 
1949. 

His decorations include the Legion 
of Merit, and the Army Commenda­
tion Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster. 

From 1946 to 1953, he was em­
ployed in civilian status as Industrial 
Analyst, U.S. Department of Com­
merce. 

Colonel Southward and his wife, 
the former Margaret Hoss live at 
Fort Monroe, Virginia. His brother, 
William J ., Jr,, and a sister, Mrs.

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AF'S SONIC BOOM 
IS NOW BOOMING 
TOURIST ATTRACTION 

OTis AFB, MASS. (AFPS) - Resi­
idcnts of this Massachusetts summer 
resort area have reacted in different 
ways to the sonic booms made by 
Otis' F-101 planes when they crack 
the sound harrier. 

Otis officials have, in tum, endeav­
ored to educate the local people about 
the sonic disturbance and its un­
avoidability in today's jet age. This 
community relations program has had 
good results- hut the officials are still 
a bit flabbergasted by the request of 
one Cape Cod lady who takes in 
guests. 

Having attended the community 
discussion of the sonic boom prob­
lem and become something of an 
authority on it, she had passed on 
her information to vacationists stay­
ing with her. 

Now, with summer coming up, she 
would appreciate it if the Air Force 
could guarantee her a sonic boom a 
week, to he announced ahead of time. 
She wanted to be sure her guests 
experienced the real thing. 

"Sonic booms make the stay of 
vacationists at Cape Cod even more 
interesting," she explained. • • 

PLASTIC ARMOR 
STOPS BULLETS 

WASHINGTON (AFPS) Three inch­
es of a light plastic armor material 
shattered a bullet from a Russian 14.5 
mm. gun, fired point blank 30 feet 
away, in a recent test of American 
armor. 

A witness, describing the test, said 
there was a shower of splinters from 
the plastic target, hut no penetration 
by the bullet traveling at 2,000 miles 
per hour. 

Instead of stopping projectiles by 
sheer strength and thickness like steel 
and other metals, the plastic is said 
to use the bullet's own force to de­
stroy itself. When the bullet smashes 
into the new non-metallic armor, the 
lay-up of the composite materials 
forces it to make a sharp-angled turn 
in a distance of about one-half inch 

and the bullet is shattered by its own 
energy. 

The goal of the plastic development 
program is a new, lightweight armor 
that can be used by tanks, personnel 
carriers, small boats, planes and heli­
copters for protection against small 
arms fire and armor piercing bullets. 

Although the material is still in 
early development stages, tests have 
shown that in many designs it is as 
much as 40 per cent lighter than 
many metallic armors with equal pro­
tective qualities. • •
