Enlistment
of prior service veterans means an
influx of “rank” which immediately
creates an uncertainty in the promo-
tion and upgrading area. As a man is
asked to get out and sell the “Guard”
to bring in a new member, 20 is he
entitled to an assurance of continued
opportunities for his personal prog-
ress.

Recognize the fact that all members
of the unit are not salesmen, but on
the other hand, that knowledgeahle
approval of all personnel in the re-
cruiting drive is a valuable stimulant
to the active participation of others.
We are told that a successful sales-
man must believe in his product, we
must all believe in our “Hawaii
Guard” if we hope to increase our
strength.

Gen. Butchers Visits

Maj Gen Ralph J. Butchers, the
Provost Marshal General, US Army,
accompanied by Col Paul Gerard,
Provost Marshal USARHAW, visited
the 120th Military Police Company
recently on one of his stops on a staff
visit of MP units in the Far East and
Hawaii.

A brief Honor Guard formation was
held in which Gen Butchers, accom-
panied by Capt. Harry K. Brown Jr.,
CO, inspected the unit, The 111th
Army Band, under the direction of
CWO Carl S. Baptiste, provided the

music for the ocecasion.

After the ceremony Gen., Butchers
was introduced to Maj. Gen. Robert
L. Stevenson, Brig. Gen Frederick F.
A, Schaefer III and The General Staff
by Lt. Col. Clarence Johnson, Special
Troop Commander., Later, Gen.
Butchers met with the officers and
NCO’s of the unit and impressed the
personnel with his straight-forward-
ness in bringing forth the mission and
objectives of all MP and HASP units
stationed through the world.

A hrief closing fromation was held
in which Gen. Butchers addressed the
company and stated that he was par-
ticularly impressed with the training
readiness of the unit and high state of
maintenance of equipment.

A certified copy of Senate Resolu-
tion No. 19, which was adopted by the
Senate of the Second Legislature,
State of Hawaii, General Session of
1963, was presented to the 120th Mili-
tary Police Company by Brig.

Facilities at Camp
For Guardsmen

Personnel of the Hawaii Army Na-
tional Guard attending annual ficld
training during the period 15 June to
6 July 1963 will be provided with the
following special services facilities at
Schofield Barracks and other active
military establishments.

Army and Air Force Exchanges
will be available at Area X and at the
Main PX in lower post, Schofield Bar-
racks. Mobhile exchange service will
he provided, when required and upon
request to G-1, HARNG, for those
units training at bivouac areas away
from Schofield Barracks. Post ex-
change facilities will include a retail
store, beer garden, barber shop, laun-
dry service, and tailor service.

Complete postal service will be pro-
vided through the Schoficld Barracks
Post Office. Unit postal operations
will be implemented to insure maxi-
mum operation and service.

Silent Protectors
Guard Redstone’s
Missile Secrets

HuntsviLLE, ALA. (AFPS) —Missile
secrets at Redstone Arsenal here are
guarded by sentries that don’t carry
guns, walk a post or wear a uniform.

They yell for help with an elec-
tronic voice. They are so alert that
they are apt to sound off if a mouse
scampers across the floor or the wind
blows through an open window,

The sentries are electronic intru-
sion detectors that listen for sounds,
watch for motion and squawk if a
door is opened or a window raised
when it isn’t supposed to be.

The sound systems can detect a
man walking across the floor or open-
ing a desk drawer. Switches installed
on doors, windows and other open-

ings signal when one of them is vio-
lated.

The most sensitive of all is the mo-
tion detector. It is so touchy that its
senses have to be dulled purposely to
prevent it from sending nuisance
alarms.

The device is set so that normal
air currents in the building will not
cause a false alarm. But it is adjusted
so that if an intruder even breathes
deeply while he is in the beam, he is

caught.

When a violation is committed, a
gong rings, a light flashes showing
the area and a meter shows approxi-
mately what part of the area was dis-
turbed. This occurs in a room at se.
curity police headquarters.

The policeman on duty gives a ra-
dio operator the location. He flashes
the information te roving patrol cars
which converge on the spot. @ o

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House Has Passed
Military Pay Bill

Washington {AFPS). The Senate
Armed Services Committee, headed
by Senator Richard B. Russell (D—
Ga.), is now evaluating the Military
Pay Bill passed by the House May 8.

Effective date of the pay raise is
still likely to he October 1st.

The pay raise would effect 1.8 mil-
lion servicemen. Not included in the
pay raise are those servicemen with
less than two years service.

If passed as is by the Senate the pay
increases would average 12.6 per cent
and would be weighted most heavily
for those in the middle grades of both
enlisted men and officers. The reasons
for heavy increases in these grades is
for retention of skilled personnel.

Major provisions of the House-
passed bill would increase the pay of

officers and enlisted men a total of
$847 million annually, and add $90
million a year to living allowances.
Also proposed iz an allowance for
service personnel who are separated
from their families for a long period
and who are not housed at govern-
ment expense.

Also added to the bill was an
amendment to provide “hazardous
duty” pay to military personnel suh-
ject to enemy fire in peacetime. This
would cover servicemen in “limited”
wars such as in South Vietnam. This
amendment would be made retroac-
tive to January 1, 1961,

The House bill also proposed that
military personnel whe retired before
June 1, 1958 be allowed to recompute
their pensions in line with present
pay rates under the 1958 Pay Act. ® @
