GOVERNOR JOHN A. BURNS 

Governor John A. Burns, born 
March 30, 1909 in Fort Assinneboine, 
Montana, was the eldest of four chil­
dren. 

His father, Harry I. Bums, a Ser­
geant Major in the U.S. Army, was 
transferred from Montana to Fort 
Shafter, Hawaii in 1913. Two years 
later, he left the Army for civilian 
employment in Honolulu. After sev­
eral years, he left Hawaii to seek bet­
ter opportunities on the Mainland 
but died before he could send for his 
family. 

John Burns' mother, Anne, faced 
with the prospect of raising four chil­
dren, worked as a postmistress in 
Honolulu, retiring in 1944 after 36 
years of service with the Post Office 
Department. She was a resident of 
Hawaii for 47 years before her death 
in August 1958. 

Governor Burns graduated from 
St. Louis College in 1930 and at­
tended the University of Hawaii the 
following year. 

After placing first on the Police 
Department entrance examination in 
1934, he progressed from patrolman 
to Captain by 1941. During the war 
years, he worked with a special espio­
nage group of the Honolulu Police 
Department. 

In 1945, he left the Police Depart-

ment to go into private business and 
became president and manager of 
Burns and Company, a real estate 
firm. 

As administrator of the Oahu Civil 
Defense Agency from 1951 to 1955, 
Governor Burns laid the foundation 
for the present Civil Defense organi­
zation. 

In 1956, he ran for and was elected 
Delegate to Congress for Hawaii. Re­
elected in 1958, his term ended one 
year later, after he successfully moved 
Hawaii's Statehood bill through Con­
gress. 

Governor Burns was elected Chief 
Executive in November 1962 and took 
office December 3. His term expires 
December 1966. 

In 1931 Governor Bums married 
Beatrice Majoris Van Fleet, a former 
Army nurse. Four years later, while 
expecting her third child, Mrs. Burns 
was stricken with polio, leaving her 
completely paralyzed and causing the 
death of her baby. 

Bedridden for several years, Mrs. 
Bums started receiving physical the­
rapy. After many months of treat­
ment, activity was restored to all of 
her paralyzed muscles except those 
of her legs. It was shortly after this 
that the Burns' youngest son, James, 
was born.

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MAJ GEN WINSTON P. WILSON 

NEW CHIEF OF GUARD BUREAU 

Major General Winston P. Wilson 
assumed his new duties as Chief of 
the National Guard Bureau 1 Sep• 
tember 1963 and is the first Air Na­
tional Guard officer to serve in this 
capacity. 

General Wilson, 51, has served as 
Chief, Air Force Division of the Na­
tional Guard Bureau and as Deputy 
Chief, National Guard Bureau since 
1950. 

Born in Arkadelphia, Arkansas, 
General Wilson began his military 
career in 1929 when he enlisted in the 
Arkansas National Guard as an air­
plane mechanic. Commissioned a 2nd 
Lieutenant in 1940, he went on active 
duty as a 1st Lieutenant in the Air 
Corps in September 1941. Upon sepa­
ration from active duty in 1946, he 
rejoined the Arkansas ANG and 
served both with the 154th Fighter 
Squadron and as Air Operations and 
Training Staff officer for the Arkansas 
National Guard. 

Vnder his guidance since 1954, the 
number of personnel in the Air 
Guard program was increased ap­
proximately 45% and flying hours 
have increased almost 30070- Despite 
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this expansion, Genc1·al W' ilson re­
duced the accident rate by 540~ , so 
that it is now down to an avernge of 
i½ accidents per 100,000 hours. 

Throughout his Bureau assignment, 
General Wilson has constantly fought 
fo1· realistic missions for reserve 
forces that could he performed in 
both reserve status and on active 
duty. His foresight was proven dur­
ing the Berlin Crisis when the ANG 
deployed 216 jet fighter aircraft to 
Europe within 30 days after recall 
without a single accident. 

Under his leadership, the ANG has 
become an active partner with ele­
ments of the Active Air Force in op­
erational exercises and maneuvers. 

General Wilson, with more than 
5,000 military flying hours to his 
credit, is rated a Command Pilot. His 
combat and service awards include 
the Legion of Merit, the Philippines 
Liberation, Asiatic-Pacific Theatre 
and American Defense Ribbons with 
one bronze star each, and the J apa­
nese Occupation Ribbon. 

He resides with his wife at 4311 
Loyola Ave., Alexandria, Virginia. • •

Bunker Hill, Boston, Mass., 17 June 1775 

A curious item that appeared in London newspapers 
late in 1775 gave Englishmen a hearty laugh. It was a 
letter from an American, warning British officers to 
make their wills if they intended to fight the American 
revolutionary patriots. 

"This province," the apparently crazy American 
boasted, "has raised 1000 riflemen, the worst of whom 
will put a ball into a man's head at a distance of 150 to 
200 yards." 

Less than five years later, the American's boast had 
proved to he neither crazy nor funny. Backwoods sol­
diers using crude and cumbersome weapons had blasted 
the well-disciplined Redcoats out of the 13 Colonies. 

One group of 500 Tennessee backwoodsmen had 
killed 400 British soldiers and captured more than 
4000. A sharp shooting New Y orw volunteer had man­
aged to pick off a British officer at a distance of 300 
yards. Everywhere, the British regulars had learned to 
fear the crack of American muskets. 

Thus was the tradition of expert marksmanship 
established in America. Yet by the middle of this cen­
tury, American marksmanship had waned so alarmingly 
that it was almost a memory. 

A recent U.S. Army training manual had to report, 
"Revolutionary War soldiers did a better job with their 
muskets than soldiers of World War II and Korea were 
able to do with their superb rifles." 

In some instances, military experts found, American 
soldiers in Korea fired up to 10,000 rounds of small arms 
ammunition for each enemy soldier hit. Some of this 
fire was meant to keep the enemy "dug in" rather than 
to cause casualties. But the statistics did indicate that 
a great deal of ammunition was wasted. 

The blame wasn't all the Army's. It was pointed out 
that an industrial society couldn't produce nearly as 
many good shots as a backwoods society- where men 
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Tradition 
relied on their rifles to hunt for food and to protect 
themselves against the attacks of hostile Indians. 

Just the same, immediate steps were taken to sharp­
en the average soldier's shooting eye. Army marksman­
ship training programs underwent radical changes that 
are believed to have vastly improved the capabilities 
of America's rifle-carrying soldiers. 

But even changes within the Army weren't enough 
as long as city-bred recruits who entered the service 
lacked experience in handling firearms. 

The Army turned its attention to civilians, increas­
ing suppo1·t of programs to interest ordinary citizens in 
the tradition of marksmanship. 

The Army's interest in civilian sharpshooting wasn't 
entirely new. It dated hack to the 1870's, when former 
Civil War officers organized the National Rifle Associa­
tion to promote excellence in marksmanship. But in the 
1950's, groups interested in shooting sports got more 
attention and support from the Army than ever hefore. 

Soldiers saw to it that more civilians would compete 
along with them at Army sponsored shooting matches. 
By 1956, Army agencies were providing rifles, ammuni­
tion, targets and other equipment to 3200 clubs and 
schools throughout the United States. 

Arms and ammunition manufacturers also pitched 
in to help the marksmanship program along. Win­
chester began supplying their Model 70, 30 Caliher tar­
get rifle and the Model 52, 22 Caliber target rifle for use 
in Army competitions, along with Western ammuni­
tion, Winchester skeet and trap guns and other equip­
ment. 

Interest grew. At Camp Perry, Ohio, hordes of sol­
diers and civilians will he gathering next summer to 
test their skill with small arms. 

But competitions always provide an opportunity for 
new people to top old records. With hundreds of par­
ticipants zeroing in on targets, there's no telling who 
the next rifle champions may he. 

Hawaii National Guardsmen have excelled each 
year at the matches at Camp Perry, Ohio. Additionally 
the Hawaii National Guard has a reputation for having 
some of the finest shooters within National Guard shoot­
ing programs throughout the nation. 

As an example, during competition held last month 
at Camp Perry, Ohio, Sp5 Earl S. Iwata was placed on 
the Honorary All National Guard Rifle Team for 1963 
for his score of 1014-74. And so it goes, year after year. 

The army's marksmanship program has helped to 
give an old tradition new life. The growing enthusiasm 
for target shooting now enables the National Rifle Asso­
ciation to boast of more than half a million members. 
More than 3000 private gun clubs and over 25 million 
owners of sporting arms are also proving that a tradi­
tion as old as America has not died after all. • • 
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FROM OUR UNITS

The key word at the 298th Arty 
Group has been "change." Personnel 
and equipment are being evaluated 
and moved about. The reasons for 
these changes have been diversified, 
however, they can all be attributed to 
one common cause-progress. 

At this time, 298th Group is in the 
process of acquiring some of the most 
advanced equipment available to on­
site units. The units are now in the 
process of installing the Hipar acqui­
sition radars and target ranging ra­
dars. Completion dates are in the very 
near future. The new equipment will 
improve the capability and enhance 
the already tremendous performance 
of the Hawaii ADA system. 

An integral part of the new sys• 
terns is the network of Radar Track­
ing Stations (RTS) . These pieces of 
equipment are already operational 
and are being sited at various loca­
tions for tests of their capability. The 

RTS is an automatic data transmis­
sion system designed for use with dif­
ferent types of acquisition radars. 
The station receives its inputs from 
the radar and converts them into 
symbology. This is relayed by auto­
matic data link to other RTSs and to 
an Operations Central in the com­
mand post. The net result of all of 
this is a rapid transmission of infor­
mation laterally and vertically in the 
command. Transmission and designa­
tion time has now been reduced and 
reaction time improved. 

Because the RTS system gives ADA 
such a boost in capability, tests are 
now in progress to determine the best 
location for those stations now as­
signed to the Group. Preliminary re­
sults indicate that the RTS located 
on Kauai is doing an excellent job. 
Further tests are planned at other lo­
cations. When the stations are final­
ly implaced, there is a good possibili­
ty that more guardsmen will have an 
opportunity to serve in a full time 
capacity on the neighbor islands. 

In line with the modernization pro­
gram, 1st Msl Bo's HQ battery has 
moved into its new home on 22nd 
Ave.

AIR FORCE CLEANS 

JETS WITH APRICOTS 

BENTWATERS AB, ENGLAND (AFPS) 
-The Air Force's jets eat up plenty 
of fuel but at this hase their engines 
also consume something else to keep 
healthy. They eat apricots-or, more 
correctly, apricot pits. 

The planes, after gulping hundreds 
of gallons of fuel, show lowered per­
formance efficiency. To get them hack 
in top operating shape, technicians 
when running the engines in a test 
cell have hit on apricot pits- ground 
up as a cleansing agent. 

The ground-up pits, called carbo­
hlast, have sufficient abrasive content 
to clean the engines without impair­
ing their efficiency, explains MSgt. Ri­
cardo Huerta, in charge of the test 
cell. 

'"The last two engines we had in 
the cell were put through the carbo­
blast treatment and their efficiency 
was increased some 40 per cent," says 
Huerta's assistant, SSgt. Charles Otis. 

The ground pits are fed by the 
earbo-blast unit into the FOI Voo­
doo's je t engine through a funnel, 
with the intake carefully measured. 
Some 200 pounds can go through an 
engine in 30 minutes. 

Cleansed by the carbo-blast grains 
of dirt deposits and foreign particles 
such as leaves and paper, the engine 
can produce more thrust per pound 

of fuel. • • 
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The drive to build unit strength 
has been gathering steam with an 
island-wide recruiting program called 
Operation "Go-Gct-'Em." 

Every unit of the Second Battalion, 
as well as 284th Transportation Com­
pany and the Rifle and Weapons Pla­
toon of Company B, Third Battalion, 
has been assigned a series of quotas 
which, if met, will bring the units to 
their respective strength goals by 
October 1, 1963. 

The responsibility for the success 
of this program has been broadly 
delegated within the units. The pro­
gram stresses the retaining of men 
who become eligible for separation as 
well as the obtaining of new recruits. 

The First Sergeants of each com­
pany have been made co-ordinators 
of the recruiting program at the com­
pany level. They follow up all leads, 
make contacts with prospective re­
cruits, extend invitations to enlist, 
and arrange for interviews. They also 
co-ordinate the testing program with 
the Battalion Advisor staff. 

White Mice? 

Much memoranda has heen circu­
lated with ideas on how to win objec­
tives on the recruiting front. The 
latest "recruiting aid" for sustaining 
interest in the continuous drive for 
new Guardsmen and for fostering a 
competitive spil'it among the com­
panies is based on two prcsumahly 
valid assumptions. The first assump· 
lion is that first sergeants don't 1·cally 
like to take care of white mice. The 
second is that first sergeants, with a 
little incentive, such as that provided 

hy their desire to keep the company 
area free from rodents and symbols of 
failure, can fire their companies into 
fits of recruitin!! frenzy. 

The white mice enlisted into scrv• 
ice for the special program have been 
mobilized into an elite sub-corps with 
the primary mission of becoming had 
pets. 

Ironically enough, this special 
corps was itself under strength when 
it came into being, due to a shortage 
of draft-eligible white mice on the 
Island of Hawaii. Each of the charter 
members of this select group was as­
signed to one of the company-sized 
units in the Hilo area. Each mouse 
was accompanied by a cage, a supply 
of mice rations and a set of detailed 
instructions on the care and feeding 
of his or her charming self, including 
a special section on sanitation. 

Each unit originally selected as the 
recipient of a white mouse was as­
sured the continuing privilege of 
keeping and feeding its mouse until 
a new recruit was enlisted into the 
unit. 

Upon enlisting a new man, a mouse­
supporting unit is authorized to re­
quest permission through channels 
from SI to transfer its mouse to a unit 
not enlisting a new man that week. 

The circular outlining the opera• 
tion of the mouse program makes 
provision for various possible combi­
nations of events. It is obvious that 
sooner or later some company which 
has gone slack on its recruiting will 
wind up simultaneously in possession 
of a little boy mouse and a little girl 
mouse.

42-Jun 42; the 299th Infantry Regi­
ment was deactivated in 1942 and 
later reorganized in 1946. Post World 
War II: Lt Col Daniel L. Lansing-
12 Sep 46 to 1 Feb 48; Lt Col Frank 
A. Alameda- 2 Feb 48 to 30 Sep 50; 
Lt Col George M. Talbot I Oct 50 
to 28 Feb 57; Major August M. Nas­
cimento {presently G-1) 1 Mar 57 
to 14 Feb 59. On 15 Feb 59, units on 
this island became a part of the 1st 
Battle Group with headquarters on 
the island of Oahu. Major Solomon 
Lee was designated as the island com­
mander. On 1 April 1963, under the 
ROAD Concept, this island was allo­
cated a battalion designated the 3d 
Bn, 299th Infantry, with elements lo­
cated on Maui, Molokai and Kcala­
kekua, Hawaii. The present battalion 
commander is Major Solomon Lee. 
Profile of the 
Battalion Commander 

Major Solomon Lee who assumed 
command of the 3d Bn upon its or­
ganization on I Apr 63, has an out­
standing military career which began 
when he first enlisted in the Hawaii 
National Guard in November 1938. 
He served in various capacities until 
called to active duty in October 1940. 
In March 1943, he was assigned as a 
cadre with the 96th Infantry Division 
at Fort Lewis, Washington. He par­
ticipated in the initial invasion of the 
Philippines and the Ryukyu's Cam­
paign with the 96th Division. He was 
awarded the Silver Star Medal for 
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gallantry in action and also received 
the Purple Heart Medal for wounds 
received in the latter campaign. 

Major Lee was commissioned a 2d 
Lt on 18 Dec 47 and served in vari­
ous capacities until his recent assign­
ment as the battalion commander. He 
is employed as a shift production en­
gineer with the Hawaiian Commer­
cial & Sugar Co. He is married to the 
former Mabel Cambra, and they are 
the parents of five children and 
grandparents of 2.

The present assigned strength of 
the battalion is 24 officers and 530 en­
listed personnel. This is out of an au­
thorized ceiling strength of 40 officers 
and 585 enlisted personnel. To fill the 
shortage of 55 enlisted personnel, an 
intensive recruiting drive is now be­
ing conducted by all units. This is an 
extension of the recruiting drive 
which was conducted during field 
training 1963. An open house is in 
the planning stage and should ma• 
terialize shortly. Co "C" is sched­
uled to conduct a recruiting drive 
at Hana, Maui on 17-18 August 1963. 
Planned program includes blank fir­
ing of small arms, demonstrations in 
squad tactics, dismounted drills and 
display of equipment, and a musical
