"LOAD UP!" 

\'flth this command from the Loacl Master, Operation 
BIG SWITCH Ill was under wa). What was hein" 
loaded at Hickam AFB were three officers and 57 ai;.

Guard the 154th Fiirhter Group, tlw 109th, the 150th 
and the 169th Aircraft Control and \\'arnin;,?

These 60 enthusiastic men hriskly and almost hurri1•dh·

yawnin;,? rear carp:o doors of a massive C-97 transport. 
\'1/ithin a few minutes the four llowerful en.,incs wcrt> . ... 
warnllnj! up and the carj!O 1loors were clos<'d. In another 
frw minutes the C-97 was roaring down the runwav and 
was quickly airhom1•. The time 0915, th<' da;e 13 
J ltn(' 1965. 

What was happ<'ninj!? Who were these 60 men? 
Where were they ;,?oing? In short, this was Operation 
Big Switch III! 

"Biir Switch" was the third field training personnel 
cxchanite and cross-training prngraru hctween the Ha­
waii Air National Guard and the ]30th Aircraft Control 
and Warning Squadron at Sah Lake City, Utah. Under 
this proi:i:ram, personnel, carefully selected on the ha~is 
of merit and performance, exchanire places and duties. 
Th~ primary purpose is the interchange and exchange 
of ideas, procedures, prohlems and solutions to these 
problems, and discussions on operational methods of 
the two units. The ohjective of the program is to utilize 
these ideas, the solutions to prohlcms and the methods 
used in each respective section, and applv them as 
applicable to one's own section in the squ;dron. The 
result is increased individual, sectional and squadron 
efficiency. 

Thirteen hours later, at 0100 hours 14 June, the C-97 
of the 151st Air Transport Group completed the lon" 
3001 mile non-stop flight and touched down at the Sal~ 
Lake City airport. The men deplaned and were met hy 
some of the officers and men of the 130th ACW Squad­
ron. Among them was Lt. Col. Roy Stapp, Commander 
of the 130th. Nothing was welcomed and appreciated 
more hy the Hawaii group than the reception planned 
for them by the host squadron. For some, this was the 
first time they had ever been to the mainland. For some, 
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this was their first trip to Utah. For others it was their 
first ride on a C-97. 

Th<' following morning, the Hawaii personnel were 
officially welcomed hy the Commander. Each man was 
then assiirncd, according to his AFSC, to individual 
sections for duty. The specialties represented by the 
HANG air-men included Radar Operations, Radio and 
Radar Maintenance, Air Police, Food Service, Admin­
i~tration/Personnel, BEMO, Supply, Utilities ' Ground 
Po,H'r and Transportation/ Motor Pool. Each man was 
assigned to report to his NCOIC for supervision train­
inl-( and duty. 

The duty hours during the week were spent in per­
forminj! a,;signed tasks, exchanging ideas and discussing 
mutual problems. Several trips to UANG/FAA facilities 
were conducted and the men were introduced to the 
vast complex of the 7-station Air Defense network.

Although sectional assignments occupied most of the 
tim<', this did not preclude evening enjoyment and en• 
tertainment. One high spot of the week was an authentic 
Hawaiian luau prepared for the ]30th hy some of the 
exp"rienced men in the HANG 1troup.

HAWAII CUARl>SMAN 

Colonel Lewis R. Burton was horn 
in St. Paul, Minnesota, 27 May 1918. 
He graduated from the University of 
Minnesota with a Bachelor of Arts 
Degree in 1941. His military career 
began in 1936 when he joined the 
ROTC program at the University. In 
1941 he was commissioned a 2d Lieu­
tenant in the Coast Artillery Corps 
and entered on active duty on the 
15th of May in the Harbor Defenses 
of Puget Sound, 14th Coast Artiilery 
Regiment. 

Colonel Burton served with the 
14th CA Regiment until 1943 when 
he attended the Anti-aircraft Artil­
lery School at Camp Davis, North 
Carolina. Upon graduation he parti­
cipated in the activation and training 
of AA Gun Battalions at Camp 
Edwards, Mass. and Camp Stewart, 
Ga. In 1944 he was detailed to the 
Infantry and after cross-training at 
The Infantry School, Fort Benning, 
Ga. was assigned to Camp Blanding, 
Florida and Camp Hood, Texas. Im­
mediately following the cessation of 
hostilities in 1945, he was assigned to 
command the 1st Bn, 66th Inf Regt, 
71st Division in Europe. He partici­
pated in the initial occupation of 
Germany and worked closely in the 
effective assistance offered the count­
less displaced persons through the 
United Nations Relief and Rehabili­
tation Assistance Program. With the 
activation of the Constabulary, he 
was assigned as the S-3 of the 5th 
Constabulary Regiment. He effected

early liaison with foreign occupation 
forces and participated in active plan. 
ning for reconstruction in Germany. 

Upon returning to the United 
States in 1946, Colonel Burton was 
integrated into the Regular Army and 
assigned to Fort Bliss, Texas. After 
a short tour of troop duty, he at­
tended a special War Department 
Gun Instruction Team schooling and 
was sent to Japan in 1947. The in­
struction team effort was completed 
in June 1948 and he was then reas­
signed to Tokyo, Japan for duty as 
the Assistant Prison Officer, 8th Army 
Stockade. During this period he acted 
as the prison psychologist and parti­
cipated in the many rehabilitation 
efforts initiated in the army penal 
program. 

In May 1950 he was ordered to 
attend the Regular Artillery Ad­
vanced Course at Fort Sill, Oklahoma 
and Fort Bliss, Texas. Upon comple­
tion of school in 1951, Colonel Burton 
was assigned to the Staff and Faculty 
at the Anti-aircraft and Guided Mis­
sile School, Fort Bliss, Texas. After 
serving in the Department of Elec­
tronics, in the Department of Tactics 
and in t he Composite Support Bat­
talion he was sent to Thule, Green­
land in May 1955. 

Between May 1955 and June 1956, 
Colonel Burton was Commanding 
Officer and Executive Officer of the 
90mm Gun Battalion in Thule, 
Greenland. He participated in the 
operation of the gun battalion and 
in the planning for conversion to the 
NIKE missile defense of the base, 

In June 1956, Colonel Burton was 
assigned to Headquarters Continental 
Army Command (CONARC ), Fort 
Monroe, Virginia, in the Materiel 
Development Section as a Research 
and Development Coordinator. Dur­
ing this period he participated in 
finalizing the stated military require­
ments for the Anti-missile-missile 

program (NIKE ZEUS ) antl early in­
vestigations of the military satellite 
program. After attending the Com­
mand and General Staff College at 
Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, he was 
reassigned to the Combat Arms 
Branch and then the Air Defense 
Branch of the Deputy Chief of Staff, 
Operations, CONARC. During this 
period the Air Defense activities in 
the continental United States and 
overseas saw many innovations and 
modernizations w hi c h permitted 
Colonel Burton an excellent oppor­
tunity to gain insight into all phases 
of development. He participated in 
numerous conferences on air defense 
in Canada, England and throughout 
the United States. During the spring 
of 1959 he was ordered to assume 
command of a Nike Hercules Batta­
lion in the Boston defenses. 

Colonel Burton was assigned to his 
present organization Headquarters 
North American Air Defense Com­
mand, Ent Air Force Base, Colorado 
Springs, Colorado in October 1960. 
He assumed duties as a staff officer 
and later as Executive Officer for the 
Deputy Chief of Staff, Communica­
tions and Electronics. 

In June 1965, Colonel Burton re­
ported to Hawaii for duty as the 
Senior Army Advisor to the Hawaii 
National Guard.
