Answer: Individuals who have com-
pleted their service obligations are
incligible for 45 days’ involuntary
ACDUTRA or priority induction bhut
may be processed for continued ab-
sence discharge.

Question: How and who selects a
guardsman for the Guardsman of the
Year Award?

Answer: HARNG unit command-
ers submit recommendations for the
award to the CG, HARNG not later
than 15 May of each year. A selec-
tion hoard appointed by the CG,
HARNG reviews all the recommenda-
tions received and scleets an individ-
ual for the Guardsman of the Year
Award.

Question: Con an AST deny «
guardsman from reviewing his own
Personnel Records Jacket?

Answer: Yes, a guardsman may he
denied the privilege of reviewing his
own Personnel Records Jacket if he
has no particular reason to review his

files. However, a guardsman will bhe
permitted to review his files annually
at the time he audits his DA Form 20.
Question: [ am plenning to take
up permanent residence in the con-
tinental U.S. What procedures must
I follow in order to enlist in the Nu-
tional Guard of another Stare?
Answer: Prior to departure from
Hawaii, a conditional relcase should
he obtained from your unit com-
mander. This will enable you to he
enlisted in the National Guard of an-
other State without delay. Instrue-
tions pertaining to transfer of enlist-
ed personnel hetween the National
Guard of other States and the Hawaii
ARNG are contained in NGRA 25.1
and HQ HARNG PR 25-2-1.
Question: What is the status of the
bill introduced in the 89th Congress
pacing National Guard Technicians
under Federal Civil Service?
Answer: The House passed the hill
on 21 September 1966 and sent it to
the Senate where it died in commit-
tee. This hill will be reintroduced in
the next Congress in January 1967.
