Plans for the 1966 National Matches
have had to be altered because of the
heavy manpower drain. The war in
Viet Nam will prevent the Regular
Services supporting the matches as
they have done in the past.

The 1966 National Matches will be
conducted utilizing U.S. Army Re-
serve and National Guard troops for
many Match supporting tasks. With-
out the support offered by them,
many more changes than those shown
here would have heen required.
While the pistol and smallbore rifle
Match programs will remain un-
changed, many of the supporting
services will be missing.

The increase in the number of sup-
porting troops who must be fed in the
Competitors’ Mess will limit this fa-
cility to competitors, National Match
Staff, and support troops. Visitors
and dependents cannot be granted
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the privilege of eating at the mess.
The Clubhouse and snack bar on the
beach will be available to them. Some
of the recreational facilities formerly
provided must be either eliminated
or considerably reduced.

The National Match operating staff
in large part will be made up of U. 5.
Army Reserve and National Guards-
men who are on their annual 15-day
active duty tour. These 15 days in-
clude travel time to the National
Matches and allow for only 11 days
match duty at the National Matiches.
The pistol and smallbore rifle phase
can be operated, therefore, without
changing schedules, but a change has
been necessitated in the high power
rifle phase.

It has been necessary to reduce the
high power rifle schedule by a total
of 4 days. The National Board for
the Promotion of Rifle Practice
(NBPRP) has reduced the Service
Rifle Small Arms Firing School from
the former 4 days to 3 days. The pre-
liminary matches have been elimi-
nated, which reduces the schedule
another day. By rearranging the re-
mainder of the events, only the Mem-
bers Match (not part of either Cham-
pionship Aggregate) and the Herrick
Team Match have had to be elimi-
nated, which results in the remaining
2 days being cut from the schedule.

The Wimbledon and Leech Cup
1000-Yd Matches will be open to 1300
Masters and Experts and the finals
for the Leech Cup have had to be
dropped. The Wimbledon will be
fired only one day and the finals will
be shot on the same day as the preli-
minaries, Aug 22,

Limited, unsquadded practice at
200, 300, 600, and 1000 yds will he
held on Aug 19, following the comple-

tion of the Infantry Trophy Team
Match.

National Match programs will be
ready for mailing approximately
June 1.

Major Kim was
previously the XO of the 2d Missile
Bn, 298th Artillery Group. The HHD
providese command and control of
the brigade Special Staff elements of
the Administration Company. Fur-
ther, HHD provides supervision and
control of logistical operations of the
brigade.

Commander of Co A (Administra-
tion Co) is Captain David K. Marciel
whose last assignment was Exec Offi-
cer, HHC, 227th Engineer Bn. Co A

serves as a carrier unit which pro-
vides support for certain clements of
the Brigade Special Staff. These spe-
cial stafl clements are Staff Judge
Advocate, Chaplain, Information Of-
fice, Finance Office, the Adjutant
General and the Inspector General.
Also, Co A provides nccessary per-
sonnel and administrative support to
sustain the Brigade. This includes a
centralized personnel service and a
capability for replacement support.

Co B (Medical Co) is commanded
by Captain Shigemi Sugiki who trans-
ferred to the 29th from USAR. This
unit provides division level type med-
ical service within the Brigade and
unit level medical service as required
on an area basis to units operating
in the Brigade area, Co B can re-
ceive, sort and temporarily provide
medical and surgical treatment for
120 patients. Emergency dental treat-
ment and psychiatric trcatment are
available. This unit provides medical
supply support and performs second
echelon medical equipment mainte-
nance for units organic or attached
to the 29th Brigade.

Commanding Co C (Supply &
Transport Co) is 1st Lt Romald S.
Nagy. He commanded the Support
Platoon of HHC, lst Bn, 299th Infan-
try. This unit is called the heart of
the 29th Infantry Brigade, If it
doesn’t function the Brigade doesn’t
fizht. Its mission is to support the
Brigade by providing Class I (sub-
sistence), Class II (TOE & TA equip-
ment) , Class III (petroleum, oil and
fuel), and Class IV (construction &
fortification materials) supplies. All
jupplies except medical and repair
parts and aircraft parts and suppiies
are provided by thiz unit, inciuding
ammunition 1o a limited degree.
Services available are graves regis-
iration, clothing exchange and bath,
map supply, and classification and
disposal of unserviceable equipment.
Further capabilities are limited pur-
chasing and contracting services and
superviston for limited packaging and
air delivery of supplies and equip-
ment. One last function is to main-

tain and transport the Brigade re-
serve of supplies for which Co C is
responsible to provide.

1st Lt Frederick T. Takamoto com-
mands Co D (Maintenance Co). He
moved into the command position
from the 613th Ordnance Co where
he was Executive Officer. Co D pro-
vides stafl planning, coordination and
supervision of the Brizade mainte-
nance activities. Further, direct sup-
port maintenance service {or Brizade
materiel (except medical, crypto-
graphic and Quartermaster air items)
is provided. Limited vehicle exacua-
tion is a capability of Co D. This unit
provides repair parts supply for sup-
ported units for all equipment other
than medical, cryptographic and QM
air items,

Two positions peculiar to Support
Battalions are the Brigade Supply
Officer and the Brigade Maintenance
Officer. As you have probably sur-
mised, they are responsible for plan-
ning, coordinating and advising the

Support Battalion Commander on all
functions of supply and maintenance
within the Brigade. @ ®

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Honolulu, reported that it was lost
somewhere north of the Island chain.
Here is a capsule report of that inci-
dent.

Av 0335Z. Honolulu Air Route
Traffic Control called this station re-
questing assistance in trying to locate
a Beecheralt {N2122) presumed lost
cnroute from California to Oahu.
The only other information available
was that the Beecheraft was some-
where north of the island chain pre-
sumed to be heading 160 degrees at
6.000 fr. Capt. George Kawamura,
Chief of ADDC on duty, immediately
alerted Alpha crew, and all personnel
scanned their radar scopes hoping to
pick up the Beecheraft. In the mean-
time, two F102 interceptors, piloted
by Major Alexander Bell and Captain
Edward Richardson were scrambled
from Hickam on a practice intercept
mission,

At approx. 04257, this station pick-
ed up a radar hlip at 2004 nautical
miles from Oahu heading in a south-
erly direcetion at approx. 6.000 ft.
Capt. Kawamura immediately re-
quested permizsion to divert his in-
terceptors to make an identification
run on the radar blip to the NNW to
determine if it was the presumed
“lost” Beecheraft. At 01347, the in-
tercept was made approx. 150 nautical
miles from Oahu. Flight leader Major
A. Bell reported, “One Beecheraft,
Tail number N2122, at 7,000 ft, Head.
ing 160 degrees.”
was fed to our Command center and
the Air Route Traffic Center in Dia-
mond Head. The FAA requested that
our fighters remain with the Beech-
eraft until a Coast Guard Rescue C-97
could he vectored to the Beechcraft.

The station provided radar vectors
to the C-97 which finally made the
intercept 100 nautical miles from
Oahu. The interceptors were recov-
ered shortly thereafter.
