The word dedication takes on new 
mcanin!! when the performanc<' of 
Airman Second Class Doug Kato of 
tlw Hawaii Air National Guard is 
viewed. 

Th{' 25-ycar-old Maui rcsid .. nt pays 
his own \\ay to fly from Wailuku, 
Maui, to Honolulu and hack for evny 
monthly Guard c·xncisc, and is hc­
li .. vcd to he the only Guardsman in 
the nation lo fly commercially to 
drill. 

He also makes the trip on muncr­
ous other weekends for {'Xtra traininir 
as a ffiirht enirinec-r plus the annual 
fi<'M trainin!! periods. R .. markahly, 
h<' has a perfect att<'rnlancc record 
,lurinir his three years in the- Guard. 

The Vl'nture has h .. cn a costly om· 
for Kato, whose drill pay comf's no­
w hl'r{' nrar his travel ex1wmws. But 
a stronir interest in aircraft l .. d him 
to choos<' the Air Guard instead of 
thl' Ann~ Guard. which has a unit 
on Maui. H .. is a rl'ciproeatinir en­
irinl' medianic with the HANG C-5'4. 
and enjoys his work. 

The drcumstanc<' 1-diich led to hi~ 
rnlistml'nt in thc- Air Guard was un­
usual in itself.
